Reasons for Change in Appropriation

This appropriation increased by $13.091 million to $26.091 million for 2023/24 due to an expense transfer of $13.091 million to fund Cycle Trail projects that have either been contracted, but not yet drawn down due to multi-year contractual terms, or are partway through the approval and contracting process, with delays caused by resource consents and land access approvals.
