Reasons for Change in Appropriation
This appropriation increased by $654,000 to $39.460 million for 2024/25 due to a transfer of 
$600,000 from 2023/24 to 2024/25 to manage temporary cost pressures and $54,000 of funding to complete assessments of new Charter schools.

Scope of Appropriation
This appropriation is limited to independent monitoring of compliance with, and delivery of, the Oranga Tamariki system and related regulations and standards.
Reasons for Change in Appropriation
This appropriation increased by $160,000 to $12.172 million for 2024/25 due to funding to support the Independent Children's Monitor becoming an Independent Crown Entity.
